Minutes of the November 3™ meeting were read and approved as amended.
Old Business: We discussed the organization Mike Peterson put together for us to more easily identify various
areas in the village and to create a time line and history for projects. When everything is completed, we will keep a
copy on file with the Village Clerk and put the information on the village website.

We discussed the long range plan for projects for the village (A copy of the long range plan is attached.):

1. We decided to plan on swallow houses instead of bat houses in Cranberry Lake woodlands.
2. We will consider a “buy a brick” program for a path from Centennial Drive to the Village Hall.

We clarified some definitions: Retention pond — is permanently a pond and retains water all the time.
Detention pond — only filled after heavy rains.
New Business:
The Village of Grayslake graciously donated over 100 cubic yards of wood chips accumulated from the summer
storms to us to use along the Cranberry Lake path. The Grayslake Public Works Department employees loaded
their dump trucks and delivered the chips to an area along Hainesville Road near our wood chip path. Jeff Gately
and his public works employees distributed the chips along the Hainesville side of Cranberry Lake.
We went over the preliminary budget submitted for review:
1. We will look in catalogs for benches and trash cans for Cranberry Lake area at the March meeting. The
committee would like to make recommendations as to placement of the benches and trash cans.
2. We hope to create a shoreline for the ponds at Hainesville Meadow and Misty Hill East. Concern for liability
was expressed. Jim Rock, our village attorney, will be asked about the liability issue.

Barbara Jersey mentioned an infestation of Puff Ball Mushrooms along the Cranberry Lake path. Dave Coulter will
look into the proper method to eliminate these mushrooms.

Mike Peterson mentioned that there is a black locust tree down along Misty Hill Drive.

Lattice panels were donated to the village by Barbara Jersey and Jim De Nomie

Once again, the issue of weeds in the private property along Route 134 was raised again.

It has come to our attention that there is a vision hazard for motorists turning left out of the 7/11 onto Route 134.
It was requested that we check on getting rid of the fence at the old village hall.

The next meeting will be March 1%, The meeting was adjourned at 9:40 pm.
