Reports and Communications from Mayor and other Officers: 
Village Engineer 
Village Engineer Steve Zehner attends and reports at the first meeting of the month. 
 
Village Attorney 
Village Attorney Jim Rock was not present. 
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Public Works  
Public Works Supervisor Mike DePouw was on an unpaid vacation which was planned when 
he was hired. Terry Grom reported that hydrant flushing would take place this week and also a 
maintenance check on the fire hydrants. 
 
Police Chief 
Police Chief Perlini was at the Grayslake Board meeting. Deputy Chief Myhra reported that the 
Drug Take Back is Saturday. Syringes can be dropped off at the Village of Grayslake lobby. 
 
Trustee Barrett entered the Council Chambers at 6:37 p.m.  
 
Treasurer 
Treasurer Kelly Hensley updated budget notes into the system. She printed reports of the 
Mayor, Clerk and Mike DePouw’s budget notes and will go over those with them.  
 
She has been working on the banking transition. The accounts have been opened and 
established but no funds have been transferred. She is waiting to access online the accounts 
before funds are transferred.  
 
Kelly is also preparing for the audit. She has also been working on encumbrances in the 
system and explained the process. 
 
Trustee Daley stated that with the encumbrances, once the system is operational we will have 
to see if it will be time effective.    
 
Village Clerk 
Village Clerk Kathy Metzler and Deputy Clerk Roseann Stark have been wrapping up Business 
Licenses. She has been working with Adam at BS&A on a problem with the system. 
 
Mayor 
Mayor Linda Soto reported that SWALCO has reversed its decision to close the five remaining 
electronic collection sites effective May 1, 2016. Fifteen Lake County units of government 
donated approximately $62,000 to keep the program running through the end of the calendar 
year. Village of Grayslake was the leader in this role and donated $20,000. Hainesville was not 
in a position to donate funds for this type of effort but can possibly be supportive in other ways 
such as sending someone over to Grayslake to help with the sorting. The Mayor stated that 
everyone has to remain diligent in talking with their representatives in Springfield about this 
issue. 
 
The Mayor has had several joint municipal meetings between Hainesville, Grayslake, Round 
Lake, Round Lake Park, Volo and Lakemoor. They are working on coming up with a plan for 
the combined improvements on the existing Route 120. They did a rough sketch of a plan that 
all communities could draw on and it is going back to the engineers to be enhanced. She 
hopes to have a final plan in the next few meetings to forward to county, state and federal level 
of government. They are waiting for maps from CMAP so the group could move forward with 
going to the Route 53 land use corridor plan and start identifying the environmental issues. 
They will meet again mid-May. 
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The Mayor stated that even though there were budget cuts the Board and staff does a good 
job and there are some good projects still taking place this year. 
 
The Mayor went over the tornado recovery. Many trees were lost mostly in Cranberry Lake but 
it occurred in other areas also. From August 2nd to winter there was nothing but storm recovery 
work done. With the warmer weather they will finish up remaining efforts. Residents will need 
to be patient. 
 
The ash trees that were taken out did not get replaced with new trees in the fall. This year is 
year four of the five year Emerald Ash Plan Removal. The Village will take out 60 plus trees 
but will only replace the trees that were taken out last year. The trees that are being pulled this 
year will be replaced next year. 
 
Mayor Soto walked the Tall Oak Conservancy Easement with Public Works Supervisor Mike 
DePouw, Trustee George Duberstein and Dave Coulter. They assessed what the tornado did 
to the easements where the Village had planted seeds, trees and bushes which will need to be 
repaired. Dave Coulter will provide a write up and there will be a letter to residents to tell them 
what the plan is and what the time line will be.  
 
The Mayor commended Trustees George and Georgeann Duberstein for their effort with the 
recent clean-up. She thanked Dawn Grant for having the Relay for Life collection truck on 
Saturday.  
 
The Mayor was invited to lunch by the CEO of Robinson Engineering who brought along their 
Business Development Manager. He thanked Hainesville for choosing them to be the new 
engineer. She is excited with what Robinson brings to the table with municipal engineering. 
They also have a grant writing department so they can bring appropriate grants to the Village’s 
attention. 
 
The Mayor commended Trustee George Duberstein on his sponsorship effort for the Civil War 
Reenactment. The Mayor stated that the Village will receive a donation of $500 from the 
Grayslake Chamber. Trustee George Duberstein stated that after May 1st a big donation will be 
received from the Northbrook Sports Club. 
 
Great Age Club & any other general announcements 
Trustee Georgeann Duberstein announced that there will not be a Great Age meeting on May 
5th; they will be seeing a play in Skokie.

Meeting called to order at the Village of Hainesville Council Chambers by Mayor Linda Soto at 
6:54 p.m.  
 
Clerk Kathy Metzler took roll call.  The following Officials were present:  Mayor Linda Soto, 
Trustees Derenoski, Georgeann Duberstein, Barrett, Hein, Daley and George Duberstein

Trustee Derenoski motioned to approve Omnibus Vote Agenda as presented; seconded by 
Trustee Hein.

Motion carried. 
 
Committee of the Whole 
Public Works – Trustee George Duberstein updated the Board on the Civil War Reenactment. 
He met with representatives of Northbrook Sports Club and the military and civilian reenactors. 
He stated that they may have use of their covered facilities for the dance and a place to set up 
table and chairs to eat. There will be one food vendor which usually handles the events at 
Northbrook Sports Club. The group that handles the port-a-potties for Northbrook Sports Club 
will be used for the event. The reps decided that the American version of cricket event should be 
held. They will look for volunteers to play.  
 
Trustee Daley asked about mosquito abatement for the event and George is looking into it. The 
donations are coming in and he is encouraged so far. 
 
The gun range will be open because the Northbrook Sports Club has an event in the Southern 
part of the range at the same time. The shooting will not interfere with the Civil War 
Reenactment. Parking will not be an issue because parking will be available at Prairieview 
School as well as at the Public Works Building and the Village Hall and he is also talking with 
Russo. There will be a shuttle bus. 
 
The Saturday clean-up was a success and he thanked everyone. Seventeen people helped. 
Trustee George Duberstein explained where the clean-up took place. There were about 30 bags 
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of refuse that was picked up. Pizza for participants was available at the Village Hall. An article 
along with photos were sent to newspapers and will be on the website. The Mayor added that 
residents that live near wetlands have helped out such as the Swearingen’s and Keefe’s. If 
anyone would like to clean up, the Village can provide bags. 
 
Trustee George Duberstein noted that Mayor Soto will be receiving the Forefront Award for 
community service on Friday. The Mayor thanked Trustee Georgeann Duberstein for the 
nomination.  
 
Wetlands, Open Spaces & Woodlands – Trustee Georgeann Duberstein reported that March 
through April they continued to do projects that were listed in the five year plan for the first year. 
Invasive trees and shrubs were removed. Students planted oak trees in Cranberry Lake. There 
was clean-up and removal of tornado debris at the woods by the baseball fields.  
 
About 2/3 of the trees and shrubs that were put in along Route 120 at Deer Point are alive. Due 
to the time of year and temperature they will wait and see if the others come through before 
anything is done. 
 
Community Relations – Trustee John Derenoski reported that the Facebook page is getting 
about 100 views depending on the content that is posted. He has posted the Blood Drive and 
Civil War Reenactment. If photos are taken, please send them to him so he can post them. Links 
can also be posted to Facebook. Trustee Daley recommended putting the budget on Facebook. 
Treasurer Hensley suggested putting a link to click here to pay your water bill on Facebook. 
 
Trustee Derenoski stated that YouTube is still getting about 6 or 7 people viewing the Board 
Meetings.  
 
He will do a monthly report on the statistics of how many people are viewing YouTube and 
Facebook.  
 
Finance & Human Resources – Trustee Gerry Daley stated that Kelly covered his report. 
 
Economic Development – Trustee Kevin Barrett stated that he has been traveling a lot. He 
talked to Linda DeBruyne and she isn’t ready to do the directory yet. 
 
Public Safety – Trustee Dena Hein reported that Deputy Chief Myhra gave her pamphlets for 
gun safety and identity theft. Trustee Hein will try to get them in a form so they can go on the 
website. She received new information for the blood drive. Anyone who donates will receive a 
gift certificate for a pint of ice cream from Baskin Robbins. This information will be on Facebook 
and the website. She will get the posters and flyers out to the businesses at the end of the first 
week of May. 
 
She also noted that the sidewalk plates in some areas are coming up so she emailed Mike.  
 
It was also mentioned that the office has received 29 residents so far to sign up for electronic 
billing of their water bill and have the newsletter emailed to them. 
 
Administration – Mayor Soto noted that Village Clerk Kathy and Deputy Clerk Roseann do a 
good job of maintaining the website but periodically they have questions or things that they 
wouldn’t know regarding items for the website. Different staff and officials should take

responsibility for portions of the website as far as monitoring it. The Mayor encourages everyone 
to monitor it monthly or at least look at everything quarterly especially what pertains to your area; 
Great Age Club, Public Works, etc. The Mayor was working on a matrix because information for 
the Great Age Club may be in more than one area. She will finish the matrix and send it 
electronically. If you are just watching your area, it is not that time consuming. Communicate to 
both Kathy and Roseann any ideas or questions.  
 
There was no public Comment. 
 
Trustee Georgeann Duberstein motioned to adjourn the April 26, 2016 Committee of the Whole; 
seconded by Trustee Hein.
